Your child will need to know their school password to be 

able to sign in to Google Classroom.  Please email 

support@stjosephs.uk.net if your child is unable to 

remember these.

By completing the activities set on Google Classroom, you 

can be confident that your child will not fall behind with 

their learning.

Students can contact their subject teachers via Google 

Classroom – there is a message function which allows two-

way communication between the student and the teacher.
